
1. Open the Dashboard Challenge survey.
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The Values Exchange activites offer a two-tiered learning experience whereby students consider ethical situations independently then through

to the
responses of all other contributors are exposed to a further opportunities for learning and reflecting.

An important aspect of this course is the potential collective learing from considering the responses of others. Because others will be accessing and utiising
Your responses there is a collective responsibilty to provide responses that are as comprehensive as possible as this will not only provide you with the
greatest opportunity to learn but will mean others can also benefit from your perspectives.

Before embarking on this Dashboard Challenge please ensure that you've first completed the Week Five "The Ashley Treatment' Think Screen Case.

There are innumerable ways to analyse the data. The following tasks provide a platform for further, independent analysis and collective debate.

In order to simultaneously access the Reports for the Vix Think Screen case you'll need to open a new tab so that you have two screens open. If you need
help to do this, there is a help document on the board for this survey. You can access the Board from the left hand menu.
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2. Open a new tab from the option on your taskbar. Enter the url for the course: www.interprofessional.vxcommunity.com to open a new version of the site. In this window/tab locate and open The Ashley Treatment Case. 
Ensure you’ve completed the Case then access the Reports Menu.
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In 2004 Ashley was a profoundly disabled litle girl approaching her seventh birthday.

It was known that she would never talk or walk, and she was dependent on her parents to meet all of her needs. Her cognitive function was the equivalent
of that of an infant. Ashley's uterus and breasts were removed and she was given high doses of cestrogen to keep her small and to retard her sexual
development.

The intervention was approved of and apparently promoted by the parents. The intention was to minimize the likeihood of  future out-of-home placement
by maximizing the future comfort of this child and ensuring a manageable care-giving burden for parents who wanted very much to maintain their daughter
in their loving environment.

Growth attenuation has been compared to being on a ‘super birth control pill - it shortened the period of time in which she was capable of growing.
Whereas a normal woman might stop growing at the age of 16 or 17, Ashley stopped growing at the age of 9. Ashley is now about 4 feet 6 tall and has
achieved her final height - she is no longer being treated with high-dose oestrogen.
